Evoked Potential tests measure neural activity from the eighth nerve, brainstem and auditory cortex in the brain.  The tests provide information for diagnosis of neurological, hearing and balance disorders.   These tests require approximately 30 minutes each to complete.  ABR clicks elicit 5 waveforms, each wave represents neurological activity at some site along the auditory pathway to the brain.  ECoG clicks elicit a direct reading from the cochlea and the eighth nerve.  VEMP testing measures the stimulation of the saccular portion of the eighth nerve by generating a motor response in the sternocleidomastoid (SCM) muscle in the neck.
Prior to testing, electrodes will be placed on your forehead, behind each earlobe, or on the SCM muscle and clavicle depending on the test being performed.  Patients will feel no sensation from the electrodes.  Patients will lie on a bed and listen to various click stimulus presented through foam earphones inserted into the ear canals.  Avoid using make-up, creams or lotions, which will prevent good contact between the skin and electrodes.  It is very important for the patient to relax and remain still during testing.   VEMP testing requires contraction of the SCM muscle.

PATIENTS  MUST  AVOID  ANY  FORM  OF  CAFFEINE, STIMULANT, OR ALCOHOL  48 HOURS PRIOR TO TESTING.
